Matthieu Dauchez is the director of the Foundation ANAK TNK. This association helps
the street children in Manila who survive on the huge rubbish tip ofthe city.

When did you first ask for Fidesco to
help? We welcomed the first two Fidesco
volu nteers in 1999, more than 15 years
ago. Carolina was a teacher in the slums
program and Isabelle was an educator for
street children atthe reception centre.

How many Fidesco volunteers have
already given their time and skills to
serve your projects? Twenty or so have
already come to the foundation, including
a certain number of couples.

How many projects materialized
since you've started working with
volunteers? It is not about having
"materialized" projects but being
immersed into them to allow the different
projects to grow and develop. Since the

foundation was created, we opened 24
centres and today we welcome to 1300
children a year.

Why do you keep asking for Fidesco
volunteers? The foundation continues its
workyearafteryearand grows .The Fidesco
volunteers coming to us offer more than
just help, they offer a real professional
contribution and a true spiritual presence.

Are some jobs now practised by local
Filipinos? It is now a Filipino who is in
charge of the street educating mission.
lt's the same for the job of teacher in the
slums. Today missions are more about
ma nagi ng different aspects such as su pp Iy
of provisions, accounting, though we still
give priority to activities with the chi Id ren

who we serve, so we'll never forget the
meaning of ourwork.

What are the next needs, and for
what projects? Ou r projects for the
years to come are to meet youngest
needs (nursery) and oldest ones (surely a
centre for old people). The jobs the actual
volunteers are in charge of remain vital to
extend the enterprising action and plans
to open these new projects.

What is your message, more like a call
for the next volunteers? The mission is
ademanding call. Keep your feet on the
ground, your head in Heaven and a smile
on yourface.

TRAininG FOR 2014
The mission training lasts from 4 to 8 months, depending on the day the applicant decides to participate in an information day.
Through the year, Fidesco organizes two waves of volunteers sent off in mission: one during the summer and the other during the
winter. There is a "send-off mission" every 6 months. Each applicant has 14 days of training.
